‘In the bed-
room, if*nowhere else, it's important to
create an air of serenity, she says.

To all intents and purposes the house
looks finished, but Mandy has further
plans. ‘I'd like to build an orangery back-
ing onto the kitchen to create a bigger area
for relaxing as well as socialising, she says,
But that’s in the future; for now all the
family are content with the space they
have, 'I didn't realise how happy the kids
were here until recently, when I told Harry
1'd seen a house for sale that looked lovely
from the outside. “But Mum,” he said, “we
can't move from this house, it's perfect.”
